We will be discussing the project for the Expo at St. Francis on March 10 and setting up our teams. While the Junior FLL
project will be done in March, | would like the kids to continue meeting (if there is interest) until the end of the school
year to practice working with the robots and programming so that when we receive the challenge in September, the kids
will be familiar with the equipment.

The subject of this year's Expo for junior robotics is "Snack Attack/Food Safety". Each team of between 2 - 6 kids will be
responsible for preparing a tri-fold project board that explains their idea through photographs, drawings and a written
explanation. The teams present their idea as the "reviewer's" meet with the teams and the kids have an opportunity to
answer questions directed at them individually and as a group. They also show how their "Lego" component works. At
this level it only needs one movable part. The Expo itself is from 2 - 4 PM on March 10, 2012 at St Francis. We have
about 6 meetings to prepare for this. During this period the kids will need to interview someone associated with their

project and present information learned during the interview on their tri-fold.

It would be wonderful if the students could come to the first meeting with some ideas about problems related to food
and what can be done to protect food and make it safe. They can consider food at the planting stage, harvesting,
warehouses, factories, restaurants, school cafeteria, snacks at home etc. ldeas at other schools on the FLL level have
included apps for Iphones that can detect bacteria on food and a book written for kids that explains the safe
temperature zones for food.

| will send home the registration forms and please have them returned by the next meeting. Our meetings will take
place on Wednesday after school in the 8th grade science room as my assistant Chelsea Franklin from St. Francis can
only make meetings on Wednesday after school. Also at the Folsom Robotics seminar this weekend, two teams from
Folsom have also offered their assistance if needed and have agreed to have a few students stop by one of our meetings
to talk with the kids about what they have learned and help them with programming.

With respect to this Wednesday, if your child will not be picked up by you at 4PM at the science room | will escort them
to Extended and check them in. | will provide everyone with a registration form at the meeting so please make sure
they bring it back completed the following Wednesday.
